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Based on my experience of building and running Fightin’ Writin’ 
Workshops, I believe that they offer the opportunity to build on these areas 
of the writing curriculums. Some areas (indicated in blue) will be covered 
naturally as part of the workshops. Those objectives highlighted as pink can 
be covered as part of the process and Fightin’ Writin’ Workshops lend 
themselves to these objectives.
